Health Screening

• All students, faculty, and staff will complete a health screening 
before entering the building

• Students will be screened at the car if they are dropped off, at the 
door if they walk, and at the bus or daycare van as the get off

• Children with a temperature or symptoms of COVID-19 will not 
be permitted to remain at school

• Car riders will remain in the car with parent/guardian;

• Walkers and bus riders will be isolated and parents will be 
contacted immediately (students must be picked up within 
an hour)



Facial Coverings

Arrival at School
