No use of copy written material is allowed. Violations will result in disqualification.

The ribbon coloring sheet must not contain material that is inappropriate, indecent, obscene, hateful,
defamatory, slanderous or libelous; nor contain material that promotes bigotry, racism, hatred or harm
against any group or individual; or promotes discrimination based on race, sex, religion, nationality,
disability, sexual orientation or age. The poster must not contain material that is unlawful, in violation
of or contrary to the laws of the state of Florida.

The submission deadline is Friday May 22nd, 2020 by 4:00 pm.
